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STEP 1  - MIRROR POSITIONING

1.1  Use a level as a guide and draw a 

pencil line on the wall and mark the 

bo�om edge of the mirror. The top of the 

mirror should be off the floor enough to 

accommodate the height of a user.

For plasterboard or wood wall only.  For concrete wall 

moun�ng, go to STEP 2. 

1.2 Mirror moun�ng screws MUST reach the studs 

behind the wall.

Use stud finder to detect the studs and find their 

center. Mark the framing studs.

Measure and determine wall moun�ng screw hole 

posi�on. 

Mirror installa�on loca�on should be mechanically sound enough to support the mirror itself and allow for connec�on to the mains supply.

1. Do not strike glass with hard or pointed items.

2. Do not place very hot or very cold item against or in close proximity to glass surface unless thick insula�on material is used to prevent such items coming in contact with the glass.

3. If the glass becomes chipped or broken, replace immediately.

4. Do not allow moisture to come into contact with the lamp.

5. Cleaning: Mirrors should only be cleaned with glass cleaner and a so� lint free cloth.

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STEP 2  - DRILL HOLES

Mark the length of the screw anchor on the 
drill bit with electrical tape.

Drill the wall un�l the electrical tape on the 
drill bit is just inside the wall. Keep the drill bit 
running at low speed while withdraw it. Move 
the running bit back and forth through the 
depth of the holes to dislodge and clear away 
any debris or dust. Ensure the screw anchors 
can be securely placed in the wall.

Insert plas�c screw anchors into 
the drilled holes.

Hammer the anchors un�l they are flush 
with the moun�ng surface.

STEP 4 - WIRING CONNECTION

Op�on 1 (With Conduit): Connect the electrical wires with mains power. Make sure all wire connectors are secured.

If necessary, remove about 1/2" of wire insula�on with a wire stripper or a u�lity knife. Connect mains power cables with the mirror.
Twist the exposed ends of the wires together and seal them by screwing on a wiring cap.

Live - Black or Red

Neutral - White

Earth / Ground - Green, Green & Yellow, or bare copper

STEP 3 - MIRROR INSTALLATION

Lock aluminum chassis firmly against the wall. Wire the mirror with mains power (see STEP 4).  Hang on the glass mirror panel with the chassis (see Page 2) . 

Op�on 2 (Without Conduit and Junc�on box): Connect the electrical wires with mains power. Make sure all wire connectors are secured.
